The following is a description of facts surrounding an incident the University of Kentucky (DII) team took part in the night of May 8, 2010 during the District V Playoff.
Incident:

On the morning of May 9, 2010 Kenny Rayl, Director of DII Operations, received a phone call from the manager of the Huntingburg Quality Inn, which was the official host hotel of the 2010 District V Playoff.  The manager then explained to Kenny that an incident occurred with the University of Kentucky (DII) Club Baseball team the previous night at the hotel.  Kenny then proceeded to the front desk to speak with the manager about the incident.  The manager of the hotel explained to Kenny what had happened and presented Kenny with a letter outlining all of the details.  A copy of the letter explaining the incident is below:

May 9, 2010

University of Kentucky (DII)

National Club Baseball Association

Dear Sir or Madam:

I wanted to inform you about a problem we had with one of your NCBA teams that we had staying here over the weekend.  
A guest in room 102 called down about a noise complaint.  Our Night Auditor went out there to check and it was from rooms 202 and 204 causing disturbance to room 102, a family with young kids which they woke up twice and room 102 called the front desk three times.  They urinated on the family’s mini-van and a cigarette butt was put on the van.  They also trashed the parking lot and threw down the trash can. The police were called and the guys were made to clean up the parking lot and were told to be quite and go to bed for the night because if not, and the police were called back, they all would be tested and taken to jail.  The police officer said that everyone in the rooms was 18 years old and that there was beer cans everywhere in the room.  There were no further incidents after the police became involved.
Due to problems with the team and the numerous complaints, we did have to adjust the room for the guest in 102 to try and prevent any bad memories from their stay.  We are seeking reimbursement for his room if possible.  They were in a two-room Family Suite which I have included in the folio, showing the initial charge and adjustments, with the name and the address blocked out.  We also did give the guest $10 to get his car washed which is also in the folio.  The total reimbursement we are seeking is the room and tax and the money for the car wash for the total amount of $134.69.

After reviewing all the facts explained, Kenny then proceeded to call the President of the Kentucky (DII) club baseball team.  The President of the Kentucky (DII) Club baseball team admitted to the incident and mentioned that he was embarrassed by his team’s actions.  The President of Kentucky (DII) also said that they would reimburse the hotel the money they were seeking.

The incident described above is considered conducting baseball operations in a manner deemed unacceptable by NCBA standards.

Before Kentucky (DII) returned home they reimbursed the hotel the money they were seeking.

Disciplinary Action: The University of Kentucky (DII) Club Baseball team will be placed on probation for both the 2011 and 2012 seasons.  During the 2011 season the Kentucky (DII) Club Baseball Team will be post-season INELIGIBLE.  During the 2012 season, the Kentucky (DII) Club Baseball team will be post-season ELIGIBLE, but only if they win their District.  The Kentucky (DII) Club Baseball team will be INELIGIBLE to receive an “at-large” bid to post-season play during the 2012 NCBA Season.
